Lyme Transfer Station Regulations
The transfer station shall be open to the public on Sunday mornings from 8:30 to 11:00 and Wednesday afternoons from 4:00 to 6:00, except on legal holidays (e.g. New Years Day, Easter, Independence Day and Christmas Day).

All personnel shall follow the established traffic patterns when entering or leaving the grounds of the transfer station.

No hazardous materials shall be accepted at the transfer station.  (The Town participates in periodic “household hazardous waste days” in cooperation with other communities for the disposal of hazardous materials.)

All items, except styrofoam and hay bail plastic wrappings, placed into the compactor or compactor truck shall be in tied Town of Lyme trash bags.  (Town of Lyme trash bags are available for purchase at the Town Clerk’s office and the Lyme Country store.)

No children under the age of 10 shall be allowed within the fenced area of the transfer station unless accompanied by an adult.

No person, other than a transfer station attendant, shall be allowed in or to remove any item(s) from any of the roll-off containers.

Fiber (cardboard, boxboard, paper, newspaper), containers (PET1; HDPE2; tin, aluminum and steel cans), glass (other than light bulbs, headlights or auto glass), and metal (other than refrigerators and a/c units) shall be placed in the appropriate roll off container for recycling.  Caps shall be removed from glass bottles and containers, and they shall not be placed in the recyclable roll off containers.  Caution shall be taken in depositing glass in the roll off to minimize the eye hazard of flying glass.

You may place redeemable glass and plastic bottles and aluminum cans in the small bin signed “redeemable”.  They will be redeemed and the proceeds donated to charity.

The fee must be paid before placing any “construction and demolition” (C & D) material in the appropriate roll off container or depositing any non-recyclable material (tires, white goods, televisions or computers, large bulky items, etc.) at the transfer station.  All fees shall be paid using a Lyme Transfer Station coupon, as the attendants cannot accept cash.  A copy of the fee schedule is available on the Town’s web site or may be picked up at the Town offices.  (Lyme Transfer station coupons are available for purchase at the Town Clerk’s office and the Lyme Country store.)

The Board of Selectmen or transfer station supervisor, solely at their discretion for good cause, may waive or reduce any fee that might otherwise be required.

Transfer station attendants may be identified by their orange vests and/or Town of Lyme hats. 
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
