
 
Dear Lyme Resident, 
 
Since 1956, as a courtesy to the Town of Lyme, Dartmouth Skiway has provided skiing and riding privileges to the 
children of Lyme, NH.  Dartmouth Skiway looks forward to hosting the children of Lyme for another enjoyable season 
of skiing and riding. 
 
Eligibility as stated in the Skiway's July 30th, 2014, letter signed and acknowledged by Lyme’s Board of Selectmen:  
“….‘children’ are those living in Lyme and registered as a student, up to the later of their reaching 18 or graduating 
from a college undergraduate program.  In no event shall a college student be eligible for a complimentary pass upon 
reaching the age of 22.  Regardless of the location of the educational institution or program, the student must reside in 
Lyme in order to be eligible for the ski pass…..”. 
 
There is a $10 administrative and processing fee for each Lyme pass issued.  The fee is payable at the 
time of application drop-off (cash or in-person credit card), or mailed-in with a check payable to 
"Dartmouth Skiway" 
 

An application must be printed, signed and submitted each season.  
  

The original, signed application may be mailed or delivered to the Skiway.  Identification and proof of residency 
may be required for your child(ren) to participate in the pass program.  Skiway Management reserves the 
discretion to issue, not issue or revoke any pass at any time, and that decision will be final.  A lost Lyme Child pass will 
be replaced upon payment of a $10 re-issuance fee. 
  
ONLY First-time participants are required to have pass photos taken at the Skiway before their passes can be issued.  
Prior participants’ photos will be re-taken as the Skiway feels it is necessary.   
 
The Skiway will be open for the fitting of season lease equipment, retail sales, selling and issuing season 
passes, and for taking pass photos starting November 27, 2015.  Please visit our website for information 
on hours and more, dartmouthskiway.com.  The Skiway will be closed on Thanksgiving Day.   

We ask that ALL Passes be picked up no later than December 24th.  
Forgotten season passes will be issued a complimentary day-ticket only ONCE a season.   

Each subsequent forgotten passes will incur a $5 lift ticket fee.   
Please DO NOT FORGET YOUR PASS!! 

Please remember, the Skiway Lodge closes at 4:30 pm in-season.  If your children are 
skiing or riding with us, please arrange to have them picked-up by 4:30.

I therefore release Dartmouth Skiway and the Trustees of Dartmouth College it’s 
affiliates, assigned, employees, officers directors and agents FROM ANY AND ALL LIABILIY, including 
claims for negligence of any type which might result from any conditions on  or about the premises, facility 
operation or ski area activities, or from my participation in snowboarding, skiing or any other winter sport.  I 
fully accept the absolute and full responsibility for any and all damages or injury of any kind, from any 
cause.  I release these claims and accept this liability on my behalf and on behalf of the passholders listed 
above.   

All passes/tickets may be revoked by the management at any time without refund and are non-
transferable.  Reckless skiing will result in loss of lift privileges.
